URGENT AND TOPSECRET

Dear Mr. Molotov:

I have been instructed by my Government to transmit
to you the following reply to your letter of March 12
concerning the meeting at Bérn. This reply is given with
the approval of the Combined Anglo-American Chlefs of
Staff.

The only purpose of the meeting at Bern 1s
to establish contact with a view to getting
German representatives to Field Marshal Alexander's
headquarters where all matters concernlng surrender
will be discussed. The representatives of Fleld
Marshal Alexander are already secretely in Bern and,
in view of the time element, they are being instruc-
ted to give to the representatives of the German
commander the instructions which were communicated
to you in my letter of March 12.

Instructions are being given to Field Marshal
Alexander to make all necessary arrangements for
the presence of Soviet representatives at any dis-
cussions which may take place at Allied Force
Headquarters. However, as the German proposal 1s
for the surrender of a military force on a United
States-British front, Field Marshal Alexander, as
Supreme Commander in this theatre, would alone be
responsible for conducting the negotiations and
for reaching decislons.

Alexander to communicate to the Soviet military
authorities through General Deane and Admiral
Archer the results of any contact: in Bern and to
use this channel of communication for any subsequent
arrangements connected with the presence at his
headquarters of Soviet representatives.
