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Moscow, March 12, 1945,
URGENT AND TOP SECRET

Dear Mr., Molotov:

I have been instructed by my Government to inform you
of the substance of a message received by the Combined
Chiefs of 3taff from the Supreme Allied Commander, Medlter-
ranean Theatre, Caserta.

1/ Through the Office of Strategic Services in
this theatre word was received on March 8 that the
ranking 88 officer in Italy, General Karl Wolff, ac-
companied by Dollmaun and Simmer and a representative
of the OKW presumed to be from General Kesselring's
staff, were expected to arrive at Lugano, Switzerland,
in order to discuss the surrender of the German forces
in Italy. Information received on March 9 has con-
firmed the arrival of General Wolff and his willing-
ness to attempt the development of a program to take
the Germans in north Italy out of the war.

2/ Wolff's opinion is that mere military surrender
would be difficult and he therefore prefers that prior
to capitulation the German leaders in Italy should make
a statement to the German people that there is no fur-
ther hope and that a continuation of the struggle 1s
needlessly causing the shedding of German blood. He
considers Kesselring's adherence essential to the plan,
and states that he has not yet been won over, Rahn,
however, who is German Ambassador to the Fasclst
Italian Government, he says 1s in agreement with him.
Himmler, according to Wolff, knows nothing of hls ac-
tivities. Wolff will maintain contact with the repre-
sentatives of the 0S8 and will endeavor immediately
to inform Kesselring of the plan.

3/ Dollmann, as evidence of theilr good faith and
ability to act, had promised to produce Parri, the re-
cently captured CLNAI leader, prior to meeting in
Switzerland. Information has been received that on
March 9 Parri was in fact delivered in Switzerland un-
conditionally and is in good health. It is suggested,
in view of further discussions now being held with
Wolff by 0S8, that representatives of my headquarters be
prepared to go to Switzerland in order to handle the
gituation if it should develop favorably.

4/ 1 propose to act on the following lines in the
event that further negotistions reveal that the German
representatives seem genulne and have definite proposals
to make;

(a) The German representatives must come to Bern
.and must have written evidence from Kegselring that
they are authorized to treat.

(b) 088 will arrange a meeting place either at
the British or the American Legation at night, or if
the Legations are too difficult at another place.

(e) My American Deputy Chief of Staff, General
Lemnitzer, and my British Chief Intelligence Officer,
General Alrey, will be sent to Bern.

(d) They will be instructed to tell the German
representatives, (1) that the discussions will déal
with a method of surrender on a purely military basis
only and not on a governmental or political basis,
(2) that they must come to AFHQ for detalled military
discussions, (3) that they must arrange a method of
communication with Kesselring.

5/ Although it 1s wise to be prepared, my suspicions
are aroused by the fact that two of the leaders are
Himmler and SS men.

These proposals submlitted by Field Marshal Alexander
have been agreed to by the Combined Chiefs of Staff under
the condition that none of his representatives are to be
sent to Bern for this purpose until the Department of State
and the Foreign Office have had an opportunity to inform the
